e Cummersdale School is a small village primary school on the urban fringes of Carlisle. Founded in 1884,
it originally provided education for the children of Cummersdale. Today, many of our children come
from outside Cummersdale, mainly from the Denton Holme, Morton and Dalston areas of Carlisle.

e There are currently 97 children in the school. There are 4 classes: Reception, Y1/Y2, Y3/4 and Y5/6.

e There are thirteen members of staff

e The children enjoy school; they are keen to learn and the behaviour of the children is good.

e The school has attractive traditional buildings and spacious grounds.

e The school was judged to be ‘good’ by Ofsted in May 2022.
